Learning Spotlight

Year 2 had a wonderful trip to Hunstanton, where they enjoyed an exciting day of learning about sea life and coastal habitats. As part of their hands-on learning experience, the children explored the beach, feeling the textures of the sand and seawater, which helped bring their learning to life.
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Year 4 have been exploring magnetism in science and how adding multiple values increases the magnetism. In computing, they have created ‘loops’ to program dinosaurs to change colour, move in different directions and rotate. During history they researched various historical buildings in and around Peterborough. They had the opportunity to research someone linked to Burghley House and created superb fact files about this.
